We recommend Exchange Students to take a minimum of 4 courses per semester or trimester to maintain a full-time student status while at
ITAM. Undergraduate courses are, on average, equivalent to 48 contact hours and 6 ITAM Credits. (Six ITAM credits are equivalent to 5-6 ECTS
Credits or three US credits.).
All undergaruate courses are in person classes. You must have at least 80% in-person attendance in class to be eligible to take the final exam
for the course.

Graduate Trimestral courses are, on average, equivalent to 33 contact hours and 4 ITAM credits. All courses are tought in Spanish.

Students must verify conversion-revalidation with your institution as well as courses revalidation.

The grading system is on a scale of 0-10, with 6 being the minimum passing grade. 
A digital transcript will be sent to the home institution and the student once the results for all courses have been reported.
