GPA Applicants must have completed two semesters at an AlU partner institution before applying and have a cumulative

Applicants whose first language is NOT English are required to achieve a standard of TOEFL ® Test score 71 (iBT)
IR R S [EB or its equivalent, or IELTS score of 6.0 or equivalent.

B Visa Information

1)  Submit the following required supporting documents along with the application documents for AU admission:
Copy of Passport
Proof of Financial Resources (See detailed instructions at the webpage below)
2) After admission to AlU, each student must submit “Offer Acceptance and Immigration Information Form” online.
3) The Center for International Affairs will submit the application for the Certificate of Eligibility (CoE) to the
Student Visa immigration office in order that admitted students can apply for the student visa and arrive on AlU campus by
Application our official arrival day. (Please note that AlU may not be able to meet each student’s request about the timing of
Procedure issuance of CoE by the immigration office)
4) The Center for International Affairs will send the CoE to the student’s home institution.
5) The student will apply for a visa by submitting the CoE with supporting documents to the nearest Japanese
Embassy or Consulate.
