APPLICATION

Number of Exchange Students
As per the student exchange agreement between the two universities 
Exchange programs are open to undergraduates and graduate students

Exchange Period
One or two semesters

For undergraduate students, applicants should have completed the 
equivalent of at least one year of full-time study in the program 
in which they are enrolled at their home university.
For graduate students, applicants should have completed at least the 
first semester of the master's or doctoral program in which they are 
enrolled at their home university.

Enrollment is possible in the spring semester or fall semester

Entry Requirement
There is no requirement for studying Chinese language. 
For academic courses, students must meet the following requirements:
1.GPA: 70/100, 2.3/4.0
2.Year of Study

Nomination
Nomination link will be shared with partner universities in March and 
September (Email nomination is NOT accepted)
Deadline: May 20 for the Fall semester, November 20 for the Spring semester

3.Applicants must be enrolled as regular students in a partner university and
not have graduated from their home universities before completing
the mobility period at SDU.

4.Language proficiency

Chinese-taught academic courses
HSK 4 (210 points and above). Non-native Chinese speakers must provide 
valid and acceptable Chinese Proficiency proof.
English-taught academic courses
No proof of English proficiency is required, but students are strongly 
recommended to reach TOEFL iBT 80/IELTS 6.

The Admission Office will forward the 
applicants' materials to a relevant school/college according to the 
information in the nomination form, transcript, and study plan 
for further approval.

Select “Exchange Students,” and you will 
   see a list of programs. Based on your intended study duration and 
   instruction language, choose the one that suits you most, and then start 
   the application.

Nomination letter from the International Office in English/Chinese
Personal Statement including study plan in English/Chinese
Physical Examination Record for Foreigner (only required for more than 
six-month exchange)
Proof of language proficiency (if applicable)

Fall Semester: mid-to-late June 
Spring Semester: mid-to-late December

We strongly encourage students to live on campus. However, if students do wish to 
stay off-campus, they can rent a room with the consent of the host school/college. 

The tuition fee of Shandong University will be waived for exchange students 
conforming with the exchange agreements. Students 
shall pay tuition fees to their home university.

Admitted students must apply for a study visa at the Chinese Embassy/Consulate 
in their countries of residence with the Admission Notice and JW201/JW202 Form.
International students who will study in China for less than 
6 months should apply for the X2 Visa.
International students who will study in China for more than 6 months 
are required to obtain the X1 visa.
To stay in China legally, it is mandatory for X1 holders to apply for the 
Residence Permit within 30 days of arrival in China.
